Departmental Guidelines for Promotion & Tenure:  Music
This document will detail guidelines for candidates applying for promotion and/or tenure at the University of Mary Washington in the Music Department. These guidelines will explain how the universal criteria established in Section 7 of the Faculty Handbook are typically met within this specific discipline for candidates applying for (1) promotion to senior lecturer, (2) promotion to associate professor and/or tenure, and (3) promotion to full professor. These guidelines should inform the candidate’s file preparation and the chair/Associate Dean’s letter writing.
To affirm alignment with universal criteria established in Section 7 of the Faculty Handbook, these guidelines were approved by the University Faculty Affairs Committee on 2/23/26.

Effective teaching is, in and of itself, a significant achievement, and the University gives it high priority in evaluating every faculty member’s performance. The candidate must demonstrate a pattern of effective teaching during the evaluation period, as indicated by evidence from multiple sources, including (but not limited to): student feedback; colleagues’ testimonials; quality of syllabi, teaching materials, and assignments. The University also recognizes the value of substantial contributions to the curriculum; course improvement through revision of content and method; development of new courses, development of across-the-curriculum courses; contributions to interdisciplinary student learning experiences; and involvement and success in individual instruction or mentoring of students, as evidenced by student research, creative work, presentations, or publications in departmental or campus venues (note that external venues are ordinarily considered professional activity).

Applied lessons:  development in student’s technique and in the range of repertoire the student can master, as well as the student’s growing confidence in public performance.

Major courses:  students master core skills and concepts of the discipline; the instructor’s pedagogy includes a variety of ways for the students to demonstrate that mastery; individual studies and across-the-curriculum courses are especially valued.

Gen Ed courses:  pedagogy which foregrounds making the material comprehensible for students from various musical backgrounds and facilitates the student’s creative response.

	7.3.2.1 Criteria for Promotion to Senior Lecturer   The candidate will demonstrate that they have engaged in professional activity that goes beyond the expected reading one must do and the conferences and workshops one must attend to maintain currency in one’s profession or discipline. Examples of professional activity include but are not limited to: teaching development and/or participation in professional credential development activities; public presentations, exhibitions, and/or performances; active involvement in professional/performing/scholarly societies, associations, boards, or groups; consulting activity; and scholarly activity (e.g., publications or book reviews in scholarly and/or professional journals and presentations/papers at scholarly and/or professional conferences). The candidate and their department shall provide information about the kinds of activities that constitute the scholarly, creative, and professional activity and development appropriate for a faculty member seeking promotion to this rank.
	In addition to the terms of section 7.3.2.1, the following apply:
Making music is professional activity:  our department does not value one sort of audience or venue over another; faculty involvement in music of any sort—as ensemble member, as soloist, as conductor—for any sort of audience is valued. Involvement in musical activities within the Fredericksburg community, especially in outreach that engages potential students is prioritized, while performances for and with professional colleagues is encouraged.  Recording and using expertise in audio technology for institutional or community events is valued as professional activity.
Publications by music faculty need not be in top-tier journals or prestigious publishers if the work can be better made available through open-access sources or publications with a wider readership (including, when appropriate, self-publishing).  Peer-reviewed work is valued, but not as the only priority for our faculty’s activity.  Reviews or pedagogical essays are also worthwhile professional activity, as are serving as an editor for a disciplinary journal or serving on conference planning committees.

	7.3.2.2 Criteria for Promotion to Associate Professor and/or Tenure    The candidate will demonstrate that they have contributed to their discipline and/or teaching profession through activities that are directed toward professional peers. The committee expects to see a pattern of scholarly, creative, and professional activity that goes beyond mere attendance at meetings and conferences. Examples of professional activity include but are not limited to: teaching development and/or participation in professional credential development activities; presentations/papers at scholarly and/or professional conferences; holding office in professional organizations; editing a journal; publishing book reviews, journal articles, professional reports and projects, books, or other printed works; winning a grant; participating in exhibitions or performances, or equivalent. For faculty teaching in AACSB-accredited programs, generally, professional service activities are not considered research, scholarship, or professional development; instead, organizational and managerial activities while holding office in professional organizations would be considered service to the profession. The candidate and their department shall provide information about the kinds of activities that constitute the scholarly, creative, and professional activity and development appropriate for a faculty member seeking promotion to this rank.
	In addition to the terms of section 7.3.2.2, the following apply:
Making music is professional activity:  our department does not value one sort of audience or venue over another; faculty involvement in music of any sort—as ensemble member, as soloist, as conductor—for any sort of audience is valued. Involvement in musical activities within the Fredericksburg community, especially in outreach that engages potential students is prioritized, while performances for and with professional colleagues is encouraged.  Recording and using expertise in audio technology is valued as professional activity.
Publications by music faculty need not be in top-tier journals or prestigious publishers if the work can be better made available through open-access sources or publications with a wider readership (including, when appropriate, self-publishing). 	7.3.2.3 Criteria for Promotion to Full Professor    The candidate will demonstrate the achievement of recognition within the discipline. The successful candidate for the rank of professor will demonstrate, as well as support with argument and other evidence, that they have received such recognition. The candidate will include in their file three or more letters from external evaluators that address this issue of recognition. The University expects to see a pattern of significant scholarly, creative, and professional activity within the evaluation period. Examples of significant professional activity include but are not limited to: significant teaching development and/or participation in professional credential development activities; frequent and regular presentations/papers at scholarly and/or professional conferences; holding office in professional organizations; editing a journal; publishing book reviews, journal articles (especially refereed), professional reports or projects, books, or other printed works; winning a grant; participating in exhibitions or performances, or equivalent. For faculty teaching in AACSB-accredited programs, generally, professional service activities are not considered research, scholarship or professional development; instead, organizational and managerial activities while holding office in professional organizations would be considered service to the profession. The candidate and their department shall provide information about the kinds of activities that constitute the scholarly, creative, and professional activity and development appropriate for a faculty member seeking promotion to this rank.
	In addition to the terms of section 7.3.2.3, the following apply:
Making music is professional activity:  our department does not value one sort of audience or venue over another; faculty involvement in music of any sort—as ensemble member, as soloist, as conductor—for any sort of audience is valued. Involvement in musical activities within the Fredericksburg community, especially in outreach that engages potential students is prioritized, while performances for and with professional colleagues is encouraged.  Recording and using expertise in audio technology counts as professional activity.
While public-facing scholarship (and particularly in open-source publications) is preferable, a significant portion of publications should be peer-reviewed for promotion to full professor.
Reviews or pedagogical essays are also valued as professional activity, as are serving as an editor for a disciplinary journal or serving on conference planning committees.

	7.3.3.2 Criteria for Promotion to Full Professor    The candidate will demonstrate a significant record of advising, continuing contribution to the department, service to the college and/or University, and/or service to the profession. Service to the department and to the college and/or University is expected for promotion to this rank. In addition to the service roles listed in § 7.3.3.1, the candidate must also demonstrate effective leadership in service, as indicated by but not limited to: substantial contribution to a committee’s work; organizing events; lending one’s professional expertise to the community beyond the University; holding committee offices within and/or beyond the University; and bringing motions to shared governance or committee structures.
	In addition to those sorts of service specified in 7.3.3.2, we recognize here musical performance (or running sound and/or recording) for University or department events, and regular involvement in any way in local, state, or national arts and music initiatives.
